
SEVENTH GRADE INFORMATION & DISCIPLINE PLAN 

 
In order to experience success in seventh grade this year, your cooperation 
is essential.  In addition, the following items should be noted. 
 

 7th grade students must be responsible for proper use of their time 

and necessary materials.  However, students will be allowed to leave 

one class once per day to use restroom or go to locker in addition to 

their normal passing time and lunch hour. Students must have their 

assignment notebook with them for this purpose.  An extra trip to the 

locker in any class will result in two minutes after class.   

 Students should be in their seats and quietly working on the warm-up 

activity before the bell rings for each class.  If not, they are 

considered tardy. 

 The bell at the end of the period does not dismiss students.  The 

teacher will dismiss students.

CONSEQUENCES  FOR BREAKING A RULE IN A CLASS 

1st Offense:  Two Minutes After Class 

 

2nd Offense: Noon Detention 

 

3rd Offense: Thirty Minute After-School Detention 

 

4th Offense: Sixty Minute After-School Detention & Sent to Principal 

 

*In the incidence of repeated disruptions, which could include multiple 

days or multiple class offenses, steps may be skipped.  A severe
